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74th GLASGOW TEMPORAL BONE COURSE

This course teaches basic otological surgical skills and is primarily aimed at those in the early stages of training.  50% of the time is spent in the laboratory, where tutors first demonstrate and then participants practise a structured series of skills that will equip them to begin their surgical careers.  Pettigrew plastic temporal bones are used.  They are hygienic and ideal for learning the normal anatomy of the middle ear, mastoid air-cell system, and for acquiring surgical skills.

Tutorials on anatomy and basic surgical operations alternate with the laboratory sessions.
